In Literacy we will continue to  
develop our phonic skills. This term we 
will be looking at letters and how to 
write them . We will also be looking at 
the text ’The Jolly 
postman’ and other 
books related to the 
family. We will be ex-
ploring changing an 
aspect of a story.

In maths we will be continuing to use 
the Numicon resources to explore 
and expand our understanding on 
number.  This term we will be looking 
at place value,  
addition and  
subtraction.  

Firstly we will look at knowing where 
items are in the food tech room and

for. We will be mak-
ing savoury snacks 
such as omelettes, 
cheese scones and 
pasta dishes. 

PE will be on Tuesday mornings. This 
term it will be Ball Skills which will 
involve throwing and catching in isola-
tion.

We will be encouraging 
them to be as independent as  possi-
ble when changing and will use a 
schedule to prompt them.

We will  be looking at which times 
are special and why to Christians.

In Science we will be learning about  
Properties  and changes of materials.
