Foundations for Literacy

Pupils will continue to develop their
communication through Objects of
Reference, PECS, Makaton, Colourful
Semantics and communication boards.
Our learning time will include: Atten-
tion Autism and the Curiosity Pro-
gramme. Pupils will continue to devel-
op their fine motor, mark-making and
handwriting skills through a range of
activities, including Write Dance,
Dough Disco and sensory trays.

We will have story sessions daily in-
cluding story sacks and sensory sto-
ries. Each pupil will share a book
with an adult.

Linked fo this terms topic 'Growing
and Changing' stories will include Big
Cat Phonics
‘Growing and
Changing' and
‘The Very Hun-
gry Caterpillar’
by Eric Carle.

Pupils will be following a personalised
maths plan. Each week we will be fo-
cusing on a different mathematical
concept exploring size including com-
paring size and ordering size, pat-
terns, days of the week, counting and
sequencing. There will be a variety of
opportunities to explore these con-
cepts as part of our learning time and
our continuous provision.

The pupils will develop their life skills
with the pr'efar'aﬁon of snack every-
day, personal hygiene and activities
to encourage social interaction and
turn taking. Every Friday we will be
visiting Ifield Life. This will provide
a realistic and thoroughly enjoyable
learning experience with a clear em-
phasis on develo[)mg independence as
part of the Ifield Life Programme .

Wren Class have begun to develop
some wonderful relationships over the
last two weeks. In PSED our main fo-
cus this term is continuing to develop
relationships, particularly between
the peers themselves during Atten-
tion Autism sessions and a variety of
opportunities for turn taking activi-
ties. Daily, pupils are encouraged to
express preferences and decisions
through a Total Communication
Approach.

Intensive Interaction is integrated
throughout our day. It supports our
pupils to enhance their social
communication through developing the
Fundamentals of Communication.
There will be personalised focus on
speech and language targets to
facilitate early communication with a
range of communication partners,
including Curiosity Programme,
Attention Autism, EHCP targets and
1:1 interventions.

This term we will be focusing on
exploring textures and colours.
Each week we will be exploring a
different colour.

The pupils will be introduction to a
variety of textures and colours
through tactile materials. Activities
will include finger painting with tex-
tured paint, feeling different fab-
rics and exploring sensory bins
filled with coloured materials.

Each week the pupils will be tak-

ing part in cooking lessons in our

Food Tech Room. This will help to
develop pupils Life Skills.

Pupils will have a PE lesson with
our specialist PE teacher every
Friday. They will develop their
gross motor skills ©-
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This term Wren Class have
Rebound Therapy every
Thursday afternoon with a spe-
cialist teacher.

‘Rebound Therapy' is a specific
method using a full sized
trampoline to provide
opportunities for movement and
therapeutic exercise .
