Functional English

This term students will be
focusing on the features of a list,
diary entry, form, fact sheet and
recount.

Students will be developing their
skills of understanding capital
letters for the days of the week,
writing in first person and
prefixes and suffixes.

Students will continue to take
part in guided reading sessions
where they will have the
opportunity o discuss texts and
develop their comprehension
skills.

As part of our English curriculum
pupils will develop their
confidence in speaking to others
through a range of topics
including themselves.

This term students will develop
their skills within multiplication and
division. They will create arrays and
groups through written methods
and using manipulatives. They will
also write the calculations.
Students will apply these skills
through problem solving activities.
Students will identify how to tell
the time and use this learning to
identify times on train timetables.
