Preparing for Adulthood 

Maths:  

In English we will be continuing to 
focus on adding punctuation to our 
written work as well as improving our  
handwriting.  
 
This term in English, we will be  
focusing on descriptive writing,  
helping pupils develop their  
ability to use vivid language, sensory 
details, and engaging vocabulary to 
bring their ideas to life. 
 
We will be looking at various texts 
including ’What would you be in  
Ancient Rome and ’A Gladiator Stole 
My Lunchbox’ as well as factual 
texts to provide pupils with a  
historical context to inspire their 
writing and help them practise  
incorporating real-world details into 
their descriptions.  

In Maths, the pupils will be learning 
about addition and subtraction and 
place value to 50. We will be  
using the White 
Rose  
resources to  
support the  
pupils to answer 
word problems 
linked to these 
strands of Maths.  

With a focus on Christians and 
Muslims, in RE this term  
pupils will be learning about how 
and why we should 
show care for oth-
ers and why kind-
ness and  
respect are 
important.  

This term for Preparation for 
Adulthood pupils will look at how to 
prepare meals, snacks and drinks in  
particular  
sandwiches so 
that they are 
able to increase 
their  
independence. 

This term pupils will focus on  
improving their skills in Athletics. 
They will do this by improving 
their performance with complex 
throws, jumps and running. They 
will also develop 
strategies when 
running  
longer distances. 

 

PSHE (Personal, social  
and health education) 

and RSE:  The pupils will have a weekly  
computing lesson where they will be  
developing their word processing 
skills by using the keyboard and 
mouse correctly when typing words 
and sentences. This will help  
develop pupils 
confidence, 
speed and  
accuracy when 
typing. 

This term pupils will be learning 
about mental wellbeing and what 
that looks like for them.  We will be 
thinking about how they are able to  
protect their personal space and 
provide them with the knowledge of 
what to do if they are in a situation 
that makes them feel unsafe.
