Foundations for Maths:  

During our Maths focus sessions we 
will be exploring Maths concepts  
including number, shape, size and  
sequencing. We will do this through a 
range of themed activities and  
continuous provision. Children will be 
able to compare the size of pumpkins, 
presents and look at the length of 
fireworks from their artwork. 

Willow Class will be continuing to 
work on the following skills 

• Organising their belongings 

• Self registration 

• Independent toileting 

• Tidying up and looking after 
resources  

 

This term, pupils are exploring 
movement and control using large, 
light balls such as Peanut and Swiss 
balls. Through rolling, bouncing, and 
gentle target games, they are devel-
oping balance, coordination, and   
spatial awareness in a fun, sensory 
way.  

Personalised Speech and Language 
targets will be created to enable 
early communication.  These include 
initiation, nursery rhymes, Curiosity 
Programme, Attention Autism 
(Explore only), EHCP targets, 1-1  
interventions, and Intensive  
Interaction.    

 
We will be exploring art through  
using natural materials for example, 
leaf rubbings and using twigs to mark 
make. We will be celebrating bonfire 
night by drawing fireworks with a 
range of materials 
inside with chalk 
both on paper and 
outside on the 
ground.
