We will share      
sensory stories and explore lots of mark 
making in many different forms. We will 
enjoy familiar songs and rhymes and use 
lots of visuals to help us communicate.

During our Maths focus sessions we will 
be exploring maths concepts including 
number, identifying one more/one less 
and developing our concept of time. We 
will complete  a range of themed activi-
ties through continuous provision. Pupils 
will be able to count teddies, use numicon 
to count and add, and join in with daily 
routines. 

 

Foods can cause anxieties for pupil with 
ASD. Cherry Class will be following the 
‘Fun with Foods’ programme to help      
develop your child’s tolerance of         
different smells and textures.  

This term we will be continuing to work 
on moist and sticky textures.  

PE will be on Tuesday mornings this 
term. This term, pupils are exploring 
movement and control using a variety of 
ball. Through rolling, bouncing, and tar-
get games, they are developing balance, 
coordination, and spatial awareness 
through fun and progressive games.  
Swimming will be on Fridays. 

Personalised Speech and Language tar-
gets will be created to enable early com-
munication.  These include initiation, 
nursery rhymes, Curiosity Programme,  
Attention Autism, EHCP targets, 1-1   
interventions, and Intensive Interaction.  

 
We will be exploring Art through using a 
range of materials to add texture and 
colours to our creations. We will also be 
exploring pattern and shape by using   
different resources.  
We will look at the prints that different 
toys make when stamped with paint and 
create our own patterns using different 
marking tools.

Fine Motor Skills Understanding the World 

This term we will be exploring a range of 
toys. We will be focusing on Dinosaurs, 
Teddies and Robots.  Pupils will have   
access to a range of toys to explore to 
develop their understanding of cause and 
effect. Pupils will explore using robotic 
toys, such as switch activated toys and 
beebots.

Cherry Class will be learning about  
making choices about where they want 
to go or what activities they want to 
access indoor and outdoor. We will  
develop independence when finding our 
own coat/bag and hanging them up on 
pegs. Cherry Class will also be learning 
about what makes a good friend. 

Cherry Class will have lots of  
opportunities this term to develop their 
fine motor skills through sensory bags 
filled with different objects, using a 
range of resources including joining 
Lego blocks, threading boards, pencil 
control worksheets, playdough.
