Foundations for Literacy

During our Literacy focus sessions we
will listen to lots of appropriate stories
about Under the Sea, including ‘Hooray
for Fish’ and 'Shark in the Dark'. We
will explore lots of mark making in
many different forms and use visuals
to help us communicate and answer
simple questions about the texts we
have been exposed to.

During our Maths focus sessions we
will be exploring maths concepts
including number, identifying one
more/one less and developing our
concept of time. We will do this
through a range of themed activities
and continuous provision.

Children will be able to count sea
creatures, use Numicon in different
ways to count and add through
exploration, developing key skills.

This term we will be exploring Under
the Sea. We will identify simple
properties of sea creatures and
explore mixing things in water such
as food colouring to get different
colours. We will also be investigating
floating and sinking and thinking
about different objects that will
float and sink in the water.

Willow Class will have lots of
opportunities this ferm to develop
our fine motor skills and we will
develop hand eye coordination to
catch sea creatures using nets in
water.

We will work on our individual fine
motor targets set by our
Occupational Therapist.

We will be exploring Art by using
different materials to collage
different sea creatures. We will be
thinking about using our senses to
explore different textures. We will
also request different colours and
materials using a total communication
approach.

Foods can cause anxieties for pupils
with ASD. Willow Class will be
following the 'Fun with Foods’
programme to help develop your
child’s tolerance of different smells
and textures. This term we will be
continuing o work on moist and slimy
foods and will try to intfroduce some
fruits and vegetables to explore.

These include
initiation, nursery rhymes, Curiosity
Programme, EHCP targets, 1-1
interventions, and Intensive
Interaction.

The pupils will have PE Enrichment
on Tuesday afternoons and this
term it will be Monkey Bizz.

Music

Willow Class will explore music
through songs and rhymes about the
sea and creatures found in the sea.
Pupils will also explore rhythms and
a range of sounds during gong
sessions and music lessons.

We will begin to respond to
different music with a water theme
such as Under the Sea from the
Little Mermaid.
