Proprioception: Put rabbit puppet/toy into basket

Visual: Look through drainpipe.
The fox said, “This is my home! Look next door”
Proprioception: move rod inside fox puppet to make head move.
He looked up in the tree
Visual: hide owl under green umbrella with scarf – play peekaboo above child’s head.
The owls said, “Who-oo! This is our home! Look next door”
Vestibular: fly around the area flapping arms/using whole body
It was a cold dark night and the wind was blowing
Tactile: Electric fan blowing onto child’s face.
The hedgehog looked up at the old barn.
The bats said, “This is our home. But look down, Ned!”
Smell: musty smell of old wood plank.
Ned looked down and there was a big pile of leaves.
Auditory/tactile/smell: put hands into sensory tub of real leaves from outside.
Ned said, “My home! And he went to sleep all winter.”
Proprioception: curl into a ball on the beanbag.
Visual/tactile: flutter fabric/real leaves down onto the child.
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
